Links to externalA pages

Links to external pages can be entered using one of the following formats:

The first format will display the URL as a link while the second one will display the description as a link to the given URL. The third
syntax can be used to prevent the link to the cache from being displayed in the page.

Tiki will automatically cache references to external pages or sites and a link to the cache will be displayed following the link. This
is particulary useful when you link to notes or sections that may change or that may disappear in a near future. (Very similar to
the Google cache when you see the results of a search in Google.) You can disable caching pages from the admin screen.



Bold and italicA text

Bold text can be entered using two underscores before and after the text.

Italics are displayed using two single quotes before and after the text
